6 large cards with the letter to spell out “LITTER” (can decorate with litter-like materials: eg. Paper, foil, bottle caps, toilet paper rolls.)
1 large card with a capital “G” in Glitter

Cub #1:  L - LOOK all around you, there’s junk everywhere.

Cub #2:  I – IT’S all over the ground – a real nightmare.

CUB #3:  T – TRASH like newspapers, bottles and cans.

CUB #4:  T – TRASH everywhere, we must have a plan!
