Where: 
Anywhere within the New Horizons boundaries (and outside of them too)! 
Supplies Needed:

Camera or Phone that can take phones (Note they will need be down loaded to a google form) 
How:
1. Find items on the list.

2. Take photos of the items.

3. Be sure to follow all local and council guidelines concerning group size, also be sure to maintain minimum 6-foot separation between non-related individuals.
4. Follow all CDC and local masking guidelines when outside of your home
5. Report results as outlined in the next section.

 “1,000,000 PIECES OF TRASH”

Inspired by the “1,000,000 pieces of trash” project started in California by Crew 774, we wish to make a difference to our local community as well.  You do not need to wait until the actual camporee dates to get started on picking up trash.

Goal: 
To pick up 10,000 pieces of trash during the New Horizons Fall Camporee!  
Who: 
New Horizons Scouts and Scouters! Cub Scouts, Scouts BSA, Venturers, Explorers, and Sea Scouts!  All other adults and youth are welcome to participate as well! 

What: 
New Horizons wishes to improve our environment by reducing trash and pollution. Upon approval of your unit leader, this activity counts as conservation service hours for rank advancement. 

Where: 
Anywhere within the New Horizons boundaries (and outside of them too)!  Local streets, local parks, school grounds, regional parks, national forests, national parks, streams, lakes, beaches… even underwater trash can be collected! 

How:
6. Pick a place to help clean. Use your best judgment to choose a place.  Avoid any areas that are closed by local authorities.  Also stay away from health facilities, live-in care centers, homeless camps or other higher risk locations.  Cleaning up the grounds of your local park or your chartering organization would be a great place to start.
7. Follow all local and council guidelines concerning group size.

8. Maintain minimum 6-foot separation between non-related individuals while picking up trash, and at all other times.

9. Follow all CDC and local masking guidelines.
10. Bring trash bags.

11. Wear gloves and close-toed shoes. Consider wearing two types of gloves: Nitrile for protection of direct contact transmission, and work-type for protection from injury. Type will depend on nature and location of trash. Do not touch face or uncovered body parts with the gloves. After trash collection, properly remove and dispose of gloves.

12. Throw trash away in a dumpster or other receptacle that is directly emptied by trash services in your area. Recycle any glass bottles and aluminum cans if possible. Be careful with bottles and cans. They may have most direct contact with an infected individual.

13. Wash your hands well. At least 20 seconds with soap and water (recite the Scout Oath & Law to yourself).

14. Report results as outlined in the next section.

BRIDGE BRAKING
A. Objective


To build the bridge within our specifications that has the highest payload to weight ratio. 
The bridge must be constructed of approved materials.
B. Apparatus 


Building Materials: Popsicle sticks (standard size); paper; school glue. 


Dimensions:



Minimum Span Length - 60 centimeters. There will be a 60 centimeter "gap" 



which must be spanned by the bridge.



Maximum Span Width - 15 centimeters



Minimum Span Height - 15 centimeters. There must be 15 centimeters between 



the table surface and the lowest point on the bridge span.



Rule update #2 Diagram presented for clarification: 
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The bridge must be able to stand on its own. 


The bridge must be able to support the load at the loading points. There will be two 
loading points, each one will be at the "deck" level, 20 centimeters from the center of the 
span.

C. The Competition


Teams must submit their bridge by Saturday at 9am before the competition for 
inspection.

Inspection will test that the construction rules were followed and will record the mass of 
the bridge. Bridges will be placed over "Crusher Canyon" by the team members, who 
may make final adjustments in its position. The Canyon will consist of a 60 cm space 
between two flat tables. Nothing will be provided to keep the base of the bridge in place 
during loading.


Once the bridge is in position, the loading tray will be attached in the position indicated 
above. The load will hang below the bridge, supported by two bars which rest on the deck 
of the bridge, 20 centimeters from each end.


Bridges will then be subjected to loading. Bridge failure will be considered the point at 
which the bridge breaks or the point at which the loading tray drops more than 5 
centimeters from the unloaded position.

(Breaking of the bridges will take place during campfire on Saturday evening - no one will be required to be present from the team during braking but can be watched via the zoom call.)

D. Judging and Scoring


The greatest load prior to failure will be a bridge's capacity. The capacity divided by the 
bridge mass will be the bridge's score. The bridge with the highest score wins the event.

Our New Horizons Fall Camporee closing campfire will be a Zoom meeting featuring non-stop, world-class entertainment in an hour-long whirlwind blast never experienced before, and never to be experienced again! We’ll sell you the whole seat, but you’ll only need ... the ... edge!

OK OK --- a Scout is trustworthy -  it may not actually be world-class, but –
WHO! This is an open call for virtual closing campfire segment submissions from Venturers, Scouts, Cubs, adult volunteers, parents, grandparents, and siblings!

WHAT! Segments can be anything that you’d normally see at a Scout campfire. They may be up to five minutes long but are probably better off at three minutes max. It can be amazing, or silly, or a little gross, or even thought-provoking. Skits, songs, stunts, run-ons, musical performances are all great ideas! There is one important exception: sing-alongs can’t be done due to the Zoom audio delay.

WHEN! Your *idea* for a segment must be submitted to the camporee committee for approval no later than September 14th 11:59PM. It is recommended that you not begin production before getting approval. Once approved, your final, produced segment is due no later than September 30th 11:59PM – all digital formats are fine.

WHERE! Your segments may be performed live or pre-recorded. The technical stuff must be good – remember, lighting and sound quality are critical to your audience’s enjoyment.

WHY! We can’t get together in real life for a fiery closing campfire, but we’re going to “plan-B” this thing because we’re all excellent Scouts! Get yourself ready for our first-ever New Horizons virtual campfire!
